Classification of Matter

Consists of two or more substances
that are easily distinguishable.

Ex. soil, milk, & granite
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Physical Separations
do not change the
composition of the

Matter.
Homogeneous mixtures
are also called solutions.
Two substances that are

mixed in equal proportions
throughout. 

Ex. Air, Kool-Aid

During a chemical change
the composition of the 
substance is altered. It 

does not possess the same
characteristics as before.Elements are substances that

are composed of one type of
atom. These are the simplest

units of matter that are able to
retain all the properties of

that matter.
Ex. Gold, carbon, silver

Compounds are substances 
Containing atoms that are

Chemically bonded to each 
Other.  Separating the atoms
Requires a chemical change.

Ex. Salt (sodium chloride), water,
Oxygen (as found in the nature)
